Loan Agreement For Centre Horses

Agreement between Hazel Heaton (The Proprietor) and  (The Owner) concerning the loan and use of ‘’ A Horse ‘’ (Known as ‘’ …’’)  ..hh …yo chestnut mare.

‘’A Horse’’ is entrusted to The Proprietor for use in Nine Acres Equestrian Training Centre, with the following conditions:

Frequency of Use

‘’ A Horse’’ will not be used, at any time, for more than 2 hours per day for training at Nine Acres, and will have a minimum of one day per week where she is not used in the centre. Her use by clients will always be supervised by The Proprietor (or, in exceptional circumstances, by another suitably competent professional.) 
Availability to Owner

The owner is welcome to visit their horse at any time, and to ride by arrangement of times mutually convenient to The Owner and The Proprietor.
Costs

Whilst the horse is in use at the centre, for a minimum of 4 regular clients per week, there will be no charge for livery. 

The Owner will meet the following costs:

Farrier costs (Expected to be a set every 6 weeks) 

Chiropractic / physiotherapy costs
Saddle reflocking (if required during the horses stay)

Teeth

Insurance (please see details below)

Vaccinations

Worming

Vet fees, if the owners insurance does not cover this.

Insurance

‘’A Horse’’, and any tack or equipment accompanying her, is to be kept insured by the owner. We strongly recommend insurance for vet’s fees.  If the owner does not wish to insure the horse and / or equipment, they accept it will not be covered by any policy held by The Proprietor, and therefore The Owner agrees to meet any fee’s arising – and specifically vets fees for work carried out for ‘’A Horse’s’’wellbeing.  In the event of an emergency the owner agrees the proprietor has their permission to authorise euthanasia of the horse, if the attending vet states this is in the animal’s best interest.

Terms and Conditions of horses accepted in to Nine Acres Training Centre.

Nine Acres is a centre dedicated to raising welfare standards within the equine world.  As part of this, we believe it is essential that each and every one of the horses we use are fit for work.  As part of this, we request that:

The horse is trotted up on arrival, to assess soundness, and tack is fitted, to assess comfort and fit.

The horse arrives with a wormer, appropriate to the time of year.  The owner is welcome to administer this themselves.

The horse arrives newly shod, or we are advised in advance that shoeing will be required.

The horse arrives with up to date vaccinations in a legal passport.   If vaccinations are not up to date, the owner accepts that any ailment contracted, and any fee’s arising, is at their own risk.

That hay, feed and additives arrive with the horse, or we are notified in advance of the horses diet.  An invoice will be sent to the owner at the end of each month by Nine Acres Equestrian, of all costs entailed including the direct costs of forage and hay.  

Equine Physiotherapist Jo Spear assesses and, if required, treats all new horses as soon as possible after their arrival at the centre.  Nine Acres Equestrian undertake all the strengthening and conditioning work prescribed, at no further cost to the owner, providing the horse is deemed fit for work, by the physiotherapist, for a minimum of 4 clients a week.  We do ask the owner pays the treatment fee (Currently £55) and will be advised if further sessions are likely to be required within 6 months.  

In the event that the horse is treated and is not considered to be currently fit for work in the school (Or the work to be undertaken is limited to a level that we will not have a minimum of 4 suitable clients per week (eg walk work only) ) The owner will be advised immediately, and can either collect the horse or discuss a short term rehab livery arrangement, in order to get the horse fit for use in the school. 

The horse’s teeth are checked and, if required, attended to by Equine Dentist Elle Green. 

Elle’s normal fee is £35, but she will not charge if no work is required.

We encourage owners to be present whenever their horse is being treated or assessed by a professional, but if this is not possible, please leave details of the billing address as this will be sent direct from the practitioner, not from Nine Acres Equestrian. 

In the event the horse can no longer be used in the school for any reason, the owner is requested to arrange collection within 7 days of notification by the proprietor, or to pay the livery charge thereafter as required (Currently £10/day) in addition to all ongoing costs (including feed and hay as provided)
